IMPORTANT

FOLLOW THESE GUIDELINES WHILE USING THIS TOOL

e Confirm hole spacing by screwing your hardware through bushings after tightening drill guides into position.
¢ Prior to use check all dimensions before drilling and confirm measurements by drilling on scrap wood.

¢ For high gloss or delicate finishes, use tape on tool or work piece to protect finish.

¢ Ensure thumb screws remain tight by checking after each time you drill into jig.

¢ Always use care when handling this tool, it is a precisely calibrated instrument. Take care to avoid
accidental damage, do not drop or throw this against hard surfaces.

e Prior to use check jig for any imperfections or defects that may have occured during prior usage, transport,

or manufacturing that could result in inaccurate hardware placement or damage to workpiece. If you find
any issues with your jig upon inspection contact us before use.

A Do not use pliers to tighten thumb screws, they should only be hand-tightened.

A Do not adjust any screws except for silver thumb screws, all other screws have been set and tightened
to factory specifications to ensure accuracy.
